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With the support of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic,
CzechAid agency, and Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic, we now
(as of June 2020) work in eight countries. We have been working in some
of them since the opening of our center in 2011.

We have been supporting refugees and displaced individuals in camps and
outside of them (in Jordan, Lebanon, Myanmar, Bangladesh, Mauritania)
for along time now. We provide basic food, material, and psychosocial

help, we support them in improving their professional qualifications and

in growing small businesses which can help them become more economical
independent. As part of the MEDEVAC project, we have equipped two
healthcare centers in Mauritania with much-needed equipment and material
cooperation with the Luthan World Federation (LWF).

One of our priorities is to protect the rights of children and their education,
especially in (post)conflict environment. Since 2018 we support kindergarter
in Lebanon and Jordan using funds from our annual Lent Collection. We hay
been assisting our partners in Ukraine ftoreg time now. They are leaders in
family foster care. In Vietnam, we support the legal protection of children wh
do not grow up in their families ofigin and the cooperation of state
authorities and non-profit lawyers.

We could not do this without our donors and experienced local partners,

NGOs, and religious organizations (both local and members of ACT Alliance).

Thanks to them and our regular trips, we have direct contact with the
recipients of our assistance. We believe our role is to support initiatives of
those who want to and can help themselves. We cooperate with small local
organizations such as House of Mercy in Kiev which reintegrates elderly
homeless people with disabilities, or Tahaddi center in Beirut which mitigate

the immediate and long-term negative impacts of
poverty in the region.

We wish to contribute to long-term development.
That is why we invest financial aid given to us by our
donors in educating children and caring for the little
ones. We improve infrastructure in conflict and crisis
afflicted areas such as the Rakhine State in Myanmar.
Thanks to having direct representation in Southeast
Asia (in Cambodia) and our close cooperation with
Czech experts on tropical agriculture and drinking
water treatment and with the support of the Czech
government we help to build sanitation facilities,
improve public health conditions and access to
drinking water.

We realize that humanitarian aid and development
cooperation can not only take many forms, but it also
has its difficulties. However, we try to address them
with great responsibility, and we do our best to listen
to those we try to lead to greater resilience and
independence.

In cooperation with theutheran World Federation
(LWF), our partner of many years, we begaews
project in 2019 whose aim is to equip two medical
centers in Mauritania (Néma and Bassiknou) with
the medical devices and equipment they need.

On the east side of the country, irregion bordering
with Mali, there are around 60 thousand refugees
living in refugee camp Mbera. Local health centers
are missing basic hospital equipment, therefore,
patients in severe conditions need to be transported
hundreds of kilometers, sometimes by helicopter,

to receive proper care and treatment. Thanks to

the MEDEVAC program by the Ministry of the Interior
of the Czech Republic we were able to provide them
with an X-ray machine, mechanical pulmonary
ventilation, gynecological and obstetrician equipment,
and other medical supplies. As part of the project,
local personnel also received further professional
training to enhance their skills and qualifications..

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OUR WORK IN THE CZECH REPUBLIC

Floods regularly pose a threat to the Czech Republic. They afflict individuals
families, and whole municipalities. The Diaconia ECCB has been helping
during floods in the Czech Republic since 1997. We make use of our many
years of experience.

We provide humanitarian aid to people afflicted by floods and we organize
teams of volunteers. We are aware of the fact that volunteers and their work
are vital during floods. Our volunteers help to afflicted people manually clean
their households and remove damages as well as they are providing
psychological support. We are training them to be able to help both ways.
We do provide technical support to afflicted households as well. Therefore,
we run six humanitarian warehouses with equipment for floods. When
flooding happens, we are ready to organize for the help to come in time
and in coordination exactly where it is needed. We support municipalities
in the Czech Republic to be better prepared for future potential floods.

Thanks to the support of our German partner Diakonie Katastrophenhilfe,
we are implementing the Resilient Community project, through which

we support municipalities in the Czech Republic to be better prepared

for possible floods in the future. In 2019 eeempleted the second generation
